          Please remember that if you are  
seeing a Blue Cross Blue Shield provider, your 
doctor must bill your charges through Blue Cross 
Blue Shield before it is sent to Zenith.  If you 
have already met your deductible, you should 
only pay 10% of the bill because the payment wil l 
go directly to the provider—not to you.   
 
If the doctor wants to check to see if you’ve met 
your deductible, they can call Zenith  
Administrator’s phone number li sted on the back 
of your card.   
 
Remember to always take your insurance card 
with you to all appointments.
